
1. I see this record as being mainly in standard 4/4 time, with conducted rubato.  This creates chart-challenges:
2. Above each pause-slash ("//"), see a fraction indicating the desired length of rest (e.g. "1/4" for quarter-rest).

3. This record is even more rubato than indicated by my (approximated) metronome markings.
4. The round fermatas add 100% length; the triangles add 50%.
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
